Staff goals:
It is our goal to provide a safe, clean, and healthy atmosphere in which children are able to develop and attain levels of growth through free play and group play combined with limited structured activities. 


Hours: 
Summer SAC is open from 6am-6pm Monday through Friday. SAC is closed on holidays. Your weekly schedule needs to be turned in to the SAC Leader one week ahead of time for scheduling of employees. If schedule is not turned in you may not be guaranteed a spot on a specific day if there is not enough staff.
**SAC IS CLOSED ON JUNE 1st AND THE WEEK OF AUGUST 27TH


Rates: Summer SAC charges $2.75 per hour. Billing will be emailed out every 2 weeks. Bills must be paid by the next billing cycle or a $10 late fee per week will be added as well as possible loss of care. 
**Make checks out to Grand Meadow Sac Program
** If your child is picked up after 6:00pm a $20 per child fee will be charged for every 10 minutes you are late.
If you are scheduled to be here and are a no show you will be charged $10 for that day.
**Field trips will be an extra charge on top of your hourly rate. And will be added to your bill.





Programming:
We will offer children a wide choice of group and individual activities. Some choices include coloring time, reading time, crafts, games, play time, hiking, outdoor play and occasional field trips (field trips will be an extra charge)


Meals and Snacks:
You must provide a sack lunch for your child at SAC. They will have access to a refrigerator if they need to keep their lunch cold, and microwave to warm up food.
Snacks will be provided at 9:00-9:30 and 3:00-3:30. Milk or water will be provided for snack times. Please provide a water bottle for your child.
We do NOT offer a breakfast program. Please make sure you child eats a good breakfast before he or she is dropped off to SAC. If drop off time is early and you want to send a sack breakfast we will provide time for your child to eat it.
** If lunch is forgotten a small lunch will be offered and an $8.00 extra fee will be charged. This is to be used for emergency only!



Medication:
We will have someone on staff that can administer medication if necessary, but would prefer it be given at home. No cough drops allowed at SAC.


Illness
 Your child should not attend SAC with symptoms such as the following:
· Fever
· Undiagnosed Rash
· Vomiting
· Diarrhea
· Severe Cold or Sore throat
· Inflamed or mattery eyes
If your child has any of these symptoms your child should be cared for at home for 24 hours after being symptom free. If your child becomes ill at SAC you will need to pick them up ASAP or have someone on your list pick them up for you.

Accidents:
	If a child has an accident (especially a hard head bump, a twisted limb, deep cut, etc.) the staff person attending to the child will notify the parents immediately or for less severe at the pick-up time.
	In case a semi-serious accident occurs, which might need medical attention, the staff will contact the parent immediately so that the parent can take the child to the doctor or dentist.
	In case of an emergency situation when immediate attention is needed, the staff will call 911 and the immediately contact the parent. After 911 has been called, it is up to paramedics to decide what to do. If they decide the child needs emergency care then he or she will be transported to the hospital, and the parents will be responsible for the medical charges. 

Discipline policy:
Each child will be evaluated on an on-going basis to see if the program meets his/her needs. If a child has a discipline or behavior difficulty the following steps will be taken:
1. The problem will be discussed with the child. If the problem continues…
2. The parents will be notified of the problem and a behavior report will be filed. If the problem still continues…
3. The parents will be called immediately, and may be taken out of the program. 

Please understand that if your child does something aggressive (either verbal or physical) towards another student or employee he/she can face immediate dismissal from the program.
