This regular meeting was opened with roll call.  Hassebroek, Kerkvliet, Moser, Twedt, and Van Hill were present.  Supt. Hargens was also in attendance.

Motion # 2291

Moved by Van Hill and seconded by Kerkvliet to approve the agenda with the addition of  7.10) cabinet bids, and 7.11) approval of contracts.  Motion carried, all members voting “yes”.

Motion # 2292

Moved by Moser and seconded by Kerkvliet to approve the consent items including the Treasurer’s Annual Cash Report, the Secretary’s Annual Cash Report, and the following bills.  Motion carried, all members voting “yes”.

Supt. Hargens reported on the following:

· Hargens said that the Board should have been notified before candidates for open positions in the school were offered contracts.  He will work to make sure that everyone understands that this must be done in order to keep the Board informed and avoid embarrassing situations.

· A pre-construction meeting took place on July 14th between members of West Lyon, KHB, and BHI.  Work may begin on the roof later in the week.
· A conflict with other events may require that Senior Honors Night be held on Wednesday, May 6th.  The Board asked that the last week in April be looked at before May 6th to avoid conflicts with church activities.

· Effective July 1st, all properties belonging to the school become smoke free.  Notices will be sent out and signs will be posted.

· Hargens reported that a passer-by reported smoke around the school building on July 13th.  Nothing was found and the interior and exterior alarms were not tripped because of the smoke.  Local fire crews were dispatched.

Mileage rate for the 2008-09 school year will be 42 cents per mile.

Motion # 2300

Moved by Moser and seconded by Van Hill to increase meal prices for students by ten cents per meal.  Adult prices for lunches will increase by 25 cents per meal and breakfasts will increase by ten cents per meal.  Milk prices will remain the same.  Motion carried, all members voting “yes”.

Motion # 2301

Moved by Van Hill and seconded by Kerkvliet to approve the bid of $4,800 from Feucht Cabinets for new kitchen cabinets.  Motion carried, all members voting “yes”.

Supt. Hargens spoke about the hiring process for the open coaching positions and reiterated that he will work to see that the Board is kept informed before candidates are offered positions.  Discussion took place regarding the commitment to some of the girls and boys athletic programs.  Concern was also expressed with the length of time it took to interview for the open girls basketball position.
